This material is suitable for a picture and table displays, as 
well as for fixtures, such as fusuma(sliding doors) and doors.
Giling
Gilding is a technique that applies a design to materials such as paper, wood, and cloth using metallic foil. The oxidation and corrosive nature of metals is utilized to 
create unique, beautiful colorings.
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
